Water shortage will soon be a thing of the past after Chuka University 

harnessed water directly from Mt. Kenya forest rivers to meet the 

increasing demand for domestic and irrigation use in the University and 

its environs.  The project which cost Ksh. 35 million was a partnership 

between Chuka University and like-minded community based 

organisations (CBOs). The project which commenced after obtaining 

requisite consents from WARMA and NEMA is now complete. The 

water is expected to help overcome the food scarcity occasioned by 

adverse climate change by promoting food production and food security 

in the drought-prone parts of Tharaka-Nithi County. In this endeavour, 

the University has partnered with KK Mwendwa Water Project to 

ensure that the community gets adequate water for irrigation. 
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Chuka University was ISO 9001:2008 certified on 23rd 

May, 2013. After three years, Chuka University applied 

for  re-certification and was re-certified on 19th June, 

2016 after a rigorous re-certification audit. ISO certifi-

cation is a granted by the International Organisation for 

Standardisation (a worldwide federation that aspires to 

“Promote standardisation and facilitate international 

exchange of goods and services”. ISO Standards started 

in the 1970s and the present version came into effect on 

15th November, 2008, hence the ISO 9001:2008, slated

Plans are under way to start offering law training 

in Chuka University as soon as the Council for Legal Educa-

tion gives the greenlight. The first intake of Law students is 

expected in September, 2017.  Chuka University as Embu 

Campus relocated from Njigoru Building in October, 2014 

after the University acquired its own premises within  Embu 

Municipality. The present premises provide a serene and spa-

cious environment conducive for learning. The Campus 

boasts of several lecture rooms, a computer laboratory and a 

library. In May, 2015, the pioneer group of students were  

admitted for M.Sc. in Community Development and Bachelor 

of Commerce in Purchasing and Supplies Management. Over 

80 postgraduate students have taken advantage and enrolled in 

the flexible modes in the Campus, which presently has about 

500 students in total.  

Varsity beefs up counselling services 

Chuka University has beefed up the Students Welfare    

Department by recruiting additional Student Counsellors. 

The professional Counsellors employed in January, 2016 

include three Senior Student Counsellors namely; Joyce 

Mghoi Macharia,  Francis Gacheru and Dr. Grace Gatune 

Murithi. On the other hand, Monica Buyatsi, Hellen Ngu-

nyi  and Ruth Mukiri were employed as Student Counsel-

lors. The team has already embarked on providing counsel-

ling services to the diverse and increased student and staff 

numbers in  the University, using Faculty outreach and 

anonymous internet online modes. They offer social, eco-

nomic, spiritual, substance abuse, and relationships guide 

and counselling. Students and staff are highly encouraged 

to seek out these professional counsellors for assistance as 

need arises. 

Business Studies Complex Library now open  

A new library with a sitting capacity of 300 students has 

been opened in the Business Studies Complex. The Chu-

ka University Library system includes: the Main Library 

located west of the Science Complex, Embu and Igembe 

campus library branches. The opening of the new library  

brings to four the number of library branches  of Chuka 

University, coordinated from the Main Campus.   

 

When it is fully stocked, the library will have  5000 text 

books, provide e-resources and computing services. The 

new library will provide more reading space to the ever 

increasing students of Chuka University.

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The University has operationalised the Directorate of Open, 

Distance and e-Learning (ODEL).  The Directorate will ad-

mit the first batch of students in September, 2016. The e-

learning mode provides learners with increased accessibility 

and flexibility. Consequently, the University will expand 

learning opportunities for the diverse student population by 

delivering instruction through this mode of learning. Dis-

tance education is conducted in print and electronic media. 

Open, Distance and e-Learning starts in September, 2016 
This mode of learning opens learning opportunities to learn-

ers regardless of their geographic, socio-economic or other 

station locations and situations . 

    The programmes on offer are as follows: Bachelor of Edu-

cation (Early  Childhood Development), Bachelor of  Sci-

ence in Agricultural Economics, B.Sc. in Community  De-

velopment, Bachelor of  Criminology and  Security Studies, 

Bachelor of  Commerce, Bachelor of  Agribusiness Manage-

ment, and Bachelor of  Nursing (Upgrading). 

    The programmes will be run on a tri-mester cycle, which 

means that students enrolled  for the undergraduate pro-

grammes will complete their studies within three calendar 

years. The fees charged for the programmes are lower than 

those charged for on-campus students. All newly admitted 

students will be provided with a multi-purpose electronic 

tablet uploaded with the units on offer. The students will, 

therefore, study anywhere, anytime and at their own pace. 

    Admission requirements for undergraduate studies are as 

follows: KCSE mean grade C+, KACE/EACE 2 Principals 1 

Subsidiary, OR a Diploma with at least a Credit pass in the 

relevant area of study.
